Superior efficiency with Return-to-Sender
version sheet support system

With the Return-to-Sender-Function you
will get a quicker economical return of
your shear and you are able to cut more
ergonomically. The support system can
be further equipped with a Return-to-
Sender-Function, which provides the

following advantages:

1. Return of the blanks

The cut blanks are returned to the
shear table at the front of the shear. The
operator does not have to walk around
to the back in order to retrieve them: a
strong ergonomic advantage.

2. Prevent sheet marking

Having the blanks return to the shear
table prevents the cut sheets from being
damaged.

3. Reverse cutting

With the return-to-sender support
system, it is possible to use the back-
gauge as a frontgauge. The blanks to
be cut would then lie on the support
arms behind the blade.

There are two advantages to this:

a) Narrow strips can be cut in a torsion-
free manner.

b) Pre-punched sheets can be very
accurately cut into strips without
any built-up tolerance.
